
Game Preparation
Youwill need: A counter for each child

2-4 players
A dice

Cut out the challenge cards (separate sheet), and place downwards in a pile.

How to play
Take turns to throw the dice and follow the journey from Lent to Easter. Who can get to
Easter Sunday first?

There are things to do on the following spaces:

• Questionmark: This is a challenge card! If you land on the? you need
to complete a challenge card.

• Footsteps: talk about how Lent is going - what you are doing and why
are you doing it?

• Praying hands/rosary: discuss who might need your prayers this Lent.
Write a name down so you can remember to pray for them when you
have family or class prayers.

• Coins: discuss what charity you could support this Lent and how.

• Chocolate bar: discuss what you could give up for Lent and why we give
things up, or do things extra for Lent. Don’t worry if things have slipped -
start again from today!

• Miss a go: if you land on this, then miss a go!

• Palm Sunday: Jesus is called the king as he enters Jerusalem on a
donkey. What other names can you think of for Jesus?

• Good Friday: Talk about why Jesus died on the cross.

• Holy Saturday: Get ready for Easter! After the game, make a poster and
keep it ready to put on your window on Easter Sunday e.g. Christ is risen!
Jesus is alive! Don’t forget to decorate it!

• Easter Sunday: After the game, find and learn a joyful song to sing on
Easter Sunday!
